Recreational and Accessory Vehicle Off-Street Parking
[bookmark: _GoBack]Where can I store recreational of accessory vehicles in my yard?
Recreational of accessory vehicles may be parked and stored in the side yard or on the rear yard of a residence. There are requirements for both areas. 
The parking area and driveway must be at least eight feet (8') wide and of sufficient length for the vehicle, which may not be less than eighteen feet (18'), to accommodate the vehicle. No portion of the vehicle should extend forward of the front face of the house.
Be careful of the storm water runoff from a hard surface. Make sure it does not drain on neighboring properties or the sidewalk.
 What about the Approach to the accessory parking?

b. A driveway taper from the sidewalk at no less than a forty five degree (45°) angle with the remnant area in the front yard setback landscaped with a minimum of shrubs and an approved ground cover, provided that this option is not allowed if the remnant landscaped area is less than forty five (45) square feet or if curb, gutter and sidewalk are not present.
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What if I live on a corner lot?
4. No parking area is permitted within the twenty foot (20') required side yard facing a street on a corner lot, but installation of additional parking can be allowed depending on your lot size. 
What do I need to know if I need a curb cut to widen the approach?
If the project necessitates replacement of or installation of curb and gutter, public sidewalk or the driveway approach, a separate approval and permit from Ogden City Engineering is required. Permits for all work in the public right-of-way must be issued to a state-licensed 
What kind of Surface is allowed?
A recreational or accessory vehicle must be parked on a hard surface material of concrete or asphalt, gravel, or hard surface drive strips. 
If the slab is in the side yard it must remain open and unobstructed to the sky.
What are Gravel Parking requirements?
a. The gravel or crushed concrete is at least four inches (4") deep, compacted, and is sized between 1/2 inch to 11/2 inch.
b. A poured concrete or masonry border with a minimum four-inch (4") width and four-inch (4") depth is constructed on all exterior sides of the surface with masonry being limited to either brick, stone or precast concrete;
c. Road-base or other materials shall not be substituted for gravel or crushed concrete; and
d. The surface material is properly maintained, kept free of weeds or other vegetation and is kept fully contained within the allowed area.
When do I need a screening fence?
If the parking is in the side yard setback, a six (6) foot tall, non-see-through fence needs to run the length of the stored vehicle. It may be longer if you desire.
What if I don’t have enough space to store my vehicle?
If recreational or accessory vehicles are to be parked and stored on your lot, it must be in the locations noted above. When there is not enough space on your lot, storage needs to be provided by storage units or leasing spaces within the city or surrounding area. Vehicles may not be stored on the street.
What if my R.V. in on my driveway for a day?
Recreational vehicles are meant to be used. They need to be unloaded and loaded and be convenient. There is no problem if that is what is happening. The concern is if they stay there for long periods of time.
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
